Ferguson to Arlington High before her junior year. While
sheadmitsher new schoolhad astrong football team, what really
impressed her was the caliber of the teachers. They knew their
subjects; they knew how to teach; they expected their students
to learn. Although she had always figured her only real career
path was education, her teachers developed “her lukewarm
wish to teach into a passion.” She remembers Principal James
Martin and his high expectations and fair discipline. He was
also the driver’s ed teacher where he used his own car and the
school parking lot. After becoming a consultant, Margie officed
near Superintendent Martin. She reminded him he had never
taught her to drive. He said, “Well, you have to have something
to work with!” The Bryants came to the AISD in 1970. In
1993, the district named Bryant Elementary—a school whose
students Margie calls the Bryant children. Nominated by Jack
and Delouris Wages as a Distinguished Colt, Margie thanks the
Arlington ISD and Arlington High School.

wonderful teachers, such as “Miss Amos—the toughest but
fair” in whose class “making a C felt like an A” John served

as president of the Key Club his senior year. In college he
continued to develop the leadership and responsibility skills
he first learned leading that organization. Although he loved
hanging out at Pal’s and the driving range on Pioneer Parkway;,
his love for Colt football “was and is still king, win or lose”
His devotion caused only one regret. He could have gone to
Dallas to see the Beatles perform in 1964. He chose the football
game instead! In addition, he recalls one day which stands
alone—November 22, 1963. After the president’s death, school
let out; Homecoming was cancelled; the game was played the
following Tuesday. His nominators, brother John Ball and
classmate Scott Chandler, believe the John Nelson they know
as John Ball embodies the very nature of what it takes to be
named a Distinguished Colt—a “permanent, human hallmark
of Colt dedication, pride and spirit.”

He tells us that she joined
the military after high school and retired as a First Sergeant.
Stationed in many locations, her favorites were Fort Sill,
Oklahoma and Washington D.C. Gwynethe shares with us that
moment when she stood at her mailbox reading the letter from
the Association that she had been selected as a Distinguished
Colt, she immediately called the “guilty party” who submitted
the nomination. She remembers like it was yesterday where her
lockers were at AHS, where she and her friends went to lunch,
the scary bus driver, the bell schedule, and how big the school
was. Her mother made her take typing which made Gwynethe
mad because she didn’t want to. In college, in her civilian jobs,
in the military, she discovered Mom was right, and she still
misses her typewriter! AHS (and typing) prepared her for the
years to come. She learned to stand up for herself, to believe in
herself, to fight for her beliefs. She says, “I was never popular,
not a cheerleader or an athlete. Later I made up for all that”
As a First Sergeant she had over 300 soldiers in her command
at any given time. Popularity didn’t matter. Rank did! Her #1
career achievement: she never lost a soldier during all her
deployments, and Garrison adds, “Those soldiers all came back
in one piece.”

n high school, Mickey’s two great loves were football and

music. On the night before All-State Choir auditions, a
football injury landed him in the hospital. He thought his
chance to audition was gone. On Saturday morning, Jane
Robin Ellis got Mickey released, drove up the sidewalk at
Arlington Memorial, got him in the car along with his music
and drove him to the audition. He was one of only two singers
from AHS that year to make the All-State Choir. His career
as a theater producer began on the AHS stage—a show his
dad photographed of the 1973 cast of Hello, Dolly. Mickey
remembers fondly the friendships from those wonderful AHS
years—hanging out at the DQ across Cooper, drinking Grape
soda and recuperating from physical exhaustion. Mickey says
of Coach Mike Stovall who made a linebacker out of him: “He
pushed me harder than I thought possible and prepared me
for the push and pull of life to follow” Being connected to the
Rotary Club, Fellowship of Christian Athletes, and First Baptist
Church all came from friends he had from Arlington High
School.
